SUBJECT: State Bicycle Transportation Account Application: Authorization to Submit
Grant Application and Execute Funding Agreement

RECOMMENDATION:

It is recommended that the City Council adopt a resolution authorizing the City Manager to
submit a grant application for State funds under the State Bicycle Transportation Account.

DISCUSSION:

Because the City has a Bicycle Master Plan, it is eligible to apply for grant funds under the
Bicycle Transportation Account Program, which is administered by the State of California.
Statewide the program will fund $7.2 million to cities and counties for projects that improve
safety and convenience for bicycle commuters.

Staff is proposing that an application be submitted for bicycle lane improvements on Soto Road
between Culp Avenue and Harder Road. The project will complete curb and gutter along this
major collector street. The project will include some minor right-of-way acquisition and the
construction of curb, gutter, pavement and sidewalk along portions of the west side to provide
sufficient width for bicycle lanes. The City previously received a similar grant to construct a
bike lane on Soto Road between Culp Avenue and Winton Avenue. Construction of that
project has been delayed until next spring - after Harder Road is re-opened. The new grant
will complete the bicycle lanes between Winton Avenue and Harder Road.

The engineer’s estimate for the total project cost is $343,000. The required 10 percent local
match, $34,300, is available in the 2001-02 Capital Improvement Program Budget.

RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO
SUBMIT A GRANT APPLICATION AND EXECUTE A
FUNDING AGREEMENT WITH THE STATE BICYCLE

CERTIFYING THE AVAILABILITY OF FUNDS

WHEREAS, the City Council adopted an amended Bicycle Master Plan on
May 6, 1997, pursuant to Resolution No. 97-055, and is eligible to apply for funding from the
State of California’s Bicycle Lane Account Program, which will provide $7.2 million with a 10
percent local match to cities and counties to improve conditions for bicycle commuters; and

WHEREAS, City staff is proposing that an application be submitted for bicycle
lane improvements on Soto Road between Culp Avenue and Harder Road for an estimated total
project cost of $343,000. '

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of
Hayward that it authorizes the City Manager to submit an application for a grant of funds from
the State Bicycle Transportation Account Program and to execute a funding agreement on
behalf of the City.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of Hayward

hereby certifies the availability of funds in the Transportation System Improvement Fund and
declares its intent to provide the required ten percent match if the grant is approved.
