BACKGROUND

The City Council Commercial Center Improvement Committee reviews commercial development
projects with the primary purpose ofsuggesting architectural landscaping and site improvements
to ensure that new projects and the renovation of existing shopping centers aze of high quality
Committee members last reviewed the condition ofthe citys stock ofexisting shopping centers in

June 2005 Subsequently the Committee individually reviewed with the owners the condition

and status of Fairway Park Haymont Village Bedford Plaza and Superway Center The ownerof

the Chavez MazketBig Lots center West Tennyson Road at Tampa Avenue declined to

participate and there wasno response from the owners of Winton Plaza Winton Avenue at Grand

Street and the center at Mission BoulevazdIndustrialParkway

DISCUSSION

As aresult ofthe 2005 discussions the new owners ofFairway Park are in the midst offacade and

site improvements and the improvements to Bedford Plaza have been completed with Mi Pueblo

Food Center as the new major tenant While the owner ofHaymont Village had shown interest in

replacing the center with amixedusedevelopment the current economic conditions have forced

him to consider continued retail operations the Committee reviewed the owners plans for interim

facade improvements at its July meeting As a side note another Mi Pueblo Food Center opened at

Huntwood Manor The Committee had reviewed an application for facade improvements to this

center but the owner backed away from those plans due to the extent ofother property
improvements needed

To follow up on the priorities set during the 2005 review staffrecommends that the Committee

focus its continued review on the following five shopping centers Superway Center 25 on the



attached map Vermont Plaza 22 Hayward Plaza 8 Hesperian Plaza 17 and Walgreens
Center6 These centers are marked by acombination ofa lack ofstrong sense ofentry a weak

presence along the street monolithic parking with no provision for pedestrian movements or

landscaping nonconforming signs and dated architectural design Slides showing the condition of

these and other centers will be presented at this meeting Comments provided at this meeting
would aid in the development and prioritization of a schedule for moredetailed review ofthe

individual centers

FISCAL IMPACT

No costs to the City would be incurred as a result ofthis review Potential improvements to the

individual shopping centers would be from private investment

NEXT STEPS

It is anticipated that discussion regarding one of the selected centers would occur on each of the

following Committee meeting dates for which no development application is to be considered

Staffwould invite the owner to attend the meeting to discuss current issues regarding the condition

and continuedviability of the center as well as the longterm prospects including potential
redevelopment The expectation is that the Committee would be able to enter into a dialog with the

owner from which further action would be fostered
